Why Write a Business Plan?

There are many reasons to write a business plan. Some of these are for you - the owner/founder of the business. Others are for the people who will support or finance your business. Regardless of who the plan is for, all good business plans provide the following:

Clarity 

A good business plan provides clarity for the business. It clearly states what the business will do and what it will focus on. It summarizes what it is you wish to accomplish with your business in concise and easily understood language.

Guidance

A well written business plan lays out a clear plan and direction for you to follow. It indicates what you will do and when. It serves as a road map for you to follow and tells you how you are going to get from today to your vision of tomorrow.

Affirmation that Your Business Idea is Viable

One of the most important things that a business plan provides is an affirmation to potential investors or lenders (and to you) that your ideas are sound and that you can make money in your business. Most businesses require a source of financing (your savings, relatives, friends, bankers or professional investors) and these sources need to be convinced that the money they invest will be used wisely and result in a financial return for them.








The 10 Things You Need to Know Before Writing Your Plan!

All good business plans have several things in common. The following is a list of the things you should know and include in your plan in order to make it the best possible document to describe your business.

1. Defining Your Business

Be certain that you explain your business in language that a common person can understand. State precisely what it is that your business will do. Avoid an excess of technical terms that your potential investors may not understand. Don’t assume that the reader understands how your business works. 


Poor

XYZ Company is a new company that specializes in the commercial construction industry. XYZ provides a range of services. The Company will also provide other services to customers. XYZ is located in Boston, MA.

Note how vague this description is. There is no indication of the types of services or the market that is being addressed.

Better

XYZ Company is a new company formed to specialize in the commercial construction industry in New England. XYZ provides a number of services including commercial TI remodeling and construction, commercial insurance rehab projects, and municipal grant projects for low income and special needs residences. The Company will also provide general contracting services to those customers requesting homeowner occupied residential construction and remodeling. XYZ is based in Boston, MA, and will market to the entire New England area.

This description is much more complete. It clearly states the types of services that the company will provide and the exact market being targeted.
